Several weeks ago, | discussed with our confirmation class the four classic actior
of the Eucharist: Jesiok the breadblessed(gave thanks to God for) the
breadproke the bread (which he needed to do in order that he could) and
sharedthe bread with his disciples. Although | have known this for years, it nev-
er ceases to amaze me that these four simple, common sense acts offer to us the
special spiritual food and drink which constitutes the meal that unites us with
God and each other. Not only that, but through those actions, we not only re-
ceive the Body and Blood of Christ, but as St. Paul points out, through the sacra-
ment webecomethe Body of Christ, both as a community of faith, and as indi-
viduals.

That then left me thinking: are the actions of the Eucharist symbolic of what God
can and does in us and for us? And do they offer a means by which we can re-
spond in kind? Letds see.

However, since Jesus was indeed broken for us, it gives us entrée to
acknowledge our own brokenness to him. We are not perfect, nor will we be,
until we are made so in the life of the world to come. But admission of our bro-
kenness before the one who already knows our weaknesses is of great value.

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The Interfaith Hospitality Network of Bur-

lington County (IHNBC) is a non - profit

interfaith organization committed to a

united outreach by the religious communi-

ty in Burlington County providing shelter,
meals and assistance to homeless fami-

A A lies. This program provides help, hope

and a safe haven for our guests while

they seek affordable housing, and is made available to county

residents.

In October 2008, the Tri  -Boro Ministerium (the clergy group
for Cinnaminson, Palmyra and Riverton), pulled together and
hosted a week with Burlington County IHN at Calvary Presby-
terian Church in Riverton when one of the host churches
couldndt do it. It was a great
working together.

Now, one of these 13 host churches finds it can no longer pro-
vide this ministry. Calvary is considering becoming a perma-
nent host site and is inviting other Ministerium churches to
partner with them. They can provide the housing, but will

need help providing meals and getting volunteers to spend the
overnight hours with the guests. It would likely take the form
of a church agreeing to take responsibility for a day or two
during each of the four one week sessions each year.

The Vestry of Christ Church will be prayerfully considering
over the next month whether and what form of commitment

to make in this endeavor. It is certainly one way in which we
can make a hands -on difference in providing housing for the
homeless. It would be helpful if you are interested in support-
ing this ministry to contact to the Rector or a member of your
Vestry to express that interest.
