For, there is truth in both statements.* J u st me is\alid idsoféardswe L or d
remember that our own salvation comes via our own commitment and actions,

not through the efforts of others (like a spouse, parent or child) or as a result of

belonging to a specific nationality, church, or denomination. Indeed, Jesus got in

trouble when he asserted that Gentiles who had a relationship with him would

enter the Kingdom of God, while those of the erstwhile chosen people would not

without such a relationship. And God certainly hears our prayers outside of public
worship, for not even a sparrow falls from the sky without our heavenly Father

being aware of it. Jesus reminds his listeners that when they offer their personal
petitonsto® go i nto your room and shut the
and your Father whMatthewb8).s i n secret w

However, the practice of individualism in Christianity (not to mention Islam and
Judaism) takes us only so far. For ours is a faith and a way of life grounded in
community. Jesus' very example is abundantly clear. No sooner did he emerge
from his forty days temptation in the wilderness than he began to gather a group
around him: Peter, James, John, and Andrew. He only left his disciples alone for
short periods of personal prayer, and then returned. He was found worshipping



regularly in the synagogue on the Sabbath. He never relinquished his obligations
as a member of the people of Israel. He traveled to Jerusalem for the major
feasts, attended the prayer services in the Temple, and always paid his temple
tax. Jesus tells his followers that when “two or three agree on earth about any-
thing they ask, it will be done” (Matthew 18:19) and “where two or threeare
gathered in my name, there I am in the midst of them”.

Jesus kept those promises immediately after his resurrection. He appeared to

three women at the tomb, two disciples on the road to Emmaus, and a room

full of followers the evening of the first Easter. When the promised Holy Spirit

came to bring these new Christians™ i n t o asalebu$ saidt accardindntd tra-

dition there were 120disciples( i nc | udi n g gdhers when'thatmot h e r
divine power came upon them on the first Pentecost.

As you are no doubt aware, our dio-
cese is in a formal companion rela-
tionship with fellow Episcopalians in
the Diocese of Ecuador Central
This is an active partnership with wonderful people whose faith and
dedication to our Lord are unbounded. During the past eighteen
months, many of us have had opportunity to witness first hand the
blessings of these remarkable people through visits to Ecuador.
Their diocese, while a mosaic of heritage, culture and traditions, is
united in its common faith and commitment.

Recognizing an opportunity for all, the Diocese of New Jersey has
been asked to begin a special ministry with the indigenous commu-
nities in Chimborazo Province, several hours south of Quito. Our
